Wed June 9 1897 Spent the day getting ready to go to west Texas with Dick Tucker to take his cattle
went to Garland this evening

Thurs June 10 Left home for the north west with Tucker’s cattle come through Garland had easy trip so
far spent the night at Dan Whitfield

Friday June 11 1897

Started from Dan Ws early and traveled toward the Denton Co line near the cor (sic) of Collin Co. had
a hard rain on us in the evening, but dident (sic) get wet, fine land, big pastures, and good grass. Dick
sold his steers to a man by name Fourneaux, we slept in F-x barn, fell very well so far

Saturday June 12



left F-x early in the morn — west by way of Lewisville had an emense (sic) rain but, all kept dry, got in
Lewisville in the evening, got some stamps to write to mama, started toward the cross timber. Found
some of the best black berries camped 4 miles west of Lewisville for night

Sunday June 13

Broke camp early drove along slow gathered wild plumbs, black berried, begged some splendid
peaches wrote to Ma in the evening, camped for the night in a lane west of the crosstimbers in the edge
of the grand prairie, had a hard rain on us in the night, but managed to keep dry

Traveled west through some very muddy lanes, had dinner at Justin, mailed some letters, and started
out again camped for the night in a big pasture in wise co near the line of Denton, had a good dry bed
and every body got to sleep good

Tuesday June 15

Got up late had breakfast rounded up and started on a due west course a cross emense (sic) pastures
with extra good grass stopped about noon rested the stock till near night moved about a mile camped
for the night still in pasture and the sun set in the grass.

Wed June 16

Started moderately early, due west, had about 3 miles to cross of pasture then traveled a lane a few
miles went in washing washed our close, came on toward Decator Wise, stoped (sic) on a little prairie
3 miles south of town to rest our stock seems to me we are going very slow. Spent the night on same
P- had to herd the cattle all night

Thursday June 17

Drove into Decatur about 9 am, droped (sic) a card home, started threw the crosstimbers on the
Jacksbourgh rode, drove about eleven miles struck the little mining town of Bridgeport, along in the
evening, on of the nicest towns we have been in since we left home, put the cattle in a pen, camped on
a nice grass plot for the night, felt worse today than any

Left Bridgeport in the East drove threw deep sand in post Oak timber up and down hill across creeks
and the west fork of Trinity River, finally mounting Jim Ned Mountain climbing rocks and sand to the
first plateau (sic) where we camped for the night had a beautiful view of the Valley below from the top |
went hunting
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Saturday June 19

Started about sunrise crossed the line from Wise to Jack Co climbed some very high hills on the east
side the went down grade for a few miles and climbed more hills passed through the little town of
Vineyard about 11 a.m. a mineral watering place after a slow and tiresome drive arrived in 3 miles of
Jacksbourgh camped on some prairie for the night

Broke camp very early drove into Jackbourgh about 7a.. inquired but dident (sic) get any letter had the
post master to forward my letter on west, left J- in the East past over hills and valleys rocks and sands.
With post oak on both sides of us. The hottest weather yet. Camped in a pasture 7 X 15 miles square
and had grass and water in plenty

Mon June 21

Slept late, got a good breakfast cleaned up and went fishing laid around let the cattle rest had dinner
about 1 p.m. and broke camp about %2 past 3 drove across the pasture and camped on the west side.
The mountains and timber makes me think of Tenn. Saw some of pretties fat cattle with little calves with
them in liberty
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Tues June 22

Started about 7 a.m. drove along slow passing good land and poor land on our way. Saw some Prairie
dogs today the first of note. Very hot weather now all well and lazy as dogs in August killed some half
grown rabbits for dinner then went fishing again with little success arrived at Framer about middle the
evening wrote a letter to ma, camped 1m west of Farmer
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Wed June 23

Never moved today till alter noon. Dick and Mr Whitfield left us about 2 p m in W-s wagon and went to

graham city to look at the country left the rest of with the stock we started a 3 p.m. and traveled about 6
m and camped in a lane that seemed endless with good grass on it, we never cook supper on acct late
dinner, we are getting plenty of sleep

Us boys got up about sunrise | done the most of the cooking, the first bread | have made on the trip
after breakfast, we traveled due west for some 6 or 7 miles stopped and cooked out dinner | had a lot

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Friday June 25

Started due west on the Spring Creek road across an emense stretch of out land dove until about 1 %2
p.m. stopped for dinner fished some without success, broke up about 3 soon drove into the Northeast
corner of Throckmortin Co near the Upper Brazos River near 5 p.m. had a slight sand storm. Passed
through Spring Creek camped some 3 m west neare (sic) the dident (sic) get to fish in it
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Saturday June 26

Pulled up stakes early drove along the Brazos for a few miles stopped at Round Timber in Baylor Co for
dinner plenty of good water so far and we have never like for grass. Haven't struck any gyp water as
yet. Where we stopped for dinner Mr Whilfield met a M Doss an old acquaintance of his and after noon
got in the wagon and went home with him

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And will take his stock to it tomorrow Dick left for Tom Wolford’s at 11 am will get in some time to night
will bring Tom with him. Seymour is a very thriving little town at the end of a railroad line called the
Witchata (sic) Valley many fine rock buildings some not completed left standing to decay and fall to
pieces

Dick and Tom come in about midnight got the cattle devided (sic) and Mr Whitfield left us | hitched up,
drove up town to get a keg of water and get some groceries got hold of a Dallas News" and found the
story of the Pleasant Valley killing we were very sorry to hear it but know that it is that way.
